The minimum cut off marks required for passing the entrance examination is 300.

Eligibility criteria of West Bengal Post Graduate Medical Admission Test 

 The most qualification required for applying for this admission test is an MBBS degree. It is important to secure the MBBS degree from a recognized institute from the University of West Bengal. The candidates who are applying should be a member either in Indian Medical Council or West Bengal Medical council. The candidates who hold a post graduate degree in medicine from any of the Universities in India are not eligible to attend this exam conducted by West Bengal University.
