No. F-A-6-56-2011-One (1).—In exercise of the powers conferred by the pro‘viso to Article 309 of the
Constitut.on of India, the Governor of Madhya Pradesh, hereby, makes the following amendments in the Madhya
Pradesh State Services Examination Rules, 2008 namely :—

AMENDMENTS

(1) In Appendix-I, under the heading ‘PLAN OF EXAMINATION', for clause 2, 3, 4 and 5, the following
clauses shall be substituted, namely (—

“2. The preliminary exumination will consist of two papers of objective type (multiple choice questions).
Each pape- wil! be set in accordance with the scheme given below :—

Paper 1 General Studies 2 hrs. 200 Marks
Paper I ° General Aplitude Test : 2 hrs. 200 Marks

3. This Examination is nicant to serve as a screening lest only. On the basis of marks obtained in this
examinaticn candidates shall be declared qualified for Main Exarmnation. Final sclection list wilt be prepared only
on the basis of marks obtained 10 Main Examination and lnlerview.

4. (1) Both the question papers will be of objective type (multiple choice yuestions). Each question will
have four probable answers grouped under A, B, C. and D. of which only one will be the correct answer. The
candidate is required to record in the amswer book, only A, B, C or D as may be adjudged by him to be the
correct answer,

{2) Each question papers will coasist of 190 questions of 2 marks each. The total marks for each paper will
be 200 and time duration for each paper will be of 2 hours.

(3) Details of the syllabi for General Stucies and General Aptitude Test of Preliminary Examination as
specified in Appendix-IL

(ti) Each questicn papaer will be in Hirdi and English.

5. The number of candidates to be admiuted to the Main Examination will be about Fifteen times the total
number of vacancies to be filled in various categories of services and posts as indicated in the ad-ertisement.
Only those candidates who are declared by the Commission to have qualified in the preliminary examination
under a particular advertisement will oe eligible for admission to the Main Examination. To be eligible for main
examination, candidates must secure a minimum. of 40% marks in each question paper of preliminary
exarnination. For Scheduled Caste / Scheduled Tribe/Other Backward Class and Handicapped Candidates the
minimum qualifying marks wil' be 30%.”

(2) After clause 6, for the note, the following note shall be substituted, namely:-
“Note.—
Qualifying marks for interview for unreserved candidates will be atleast 33% marks in each paper and

candidates belonging to Scheduled Caste / Scheduled Tribe / Other Backward Class and
Physica'ly Handicapped categories, these minimum qualifying marks would be 23%." .
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(3) In Appendix 11 for the heading “SYLLAB] “OR COMPULSORY SUBJECT" and entries thereto, the
following heading and entries relating thereiq shall be substituted, namely :—

4. (1) Geography of India.—There will be questions of general knowledge relating to Physical, social and
cconomic geography. It will also include questions on Indian Agriculture and Natural resources. There will be
questions pertaining to demography and census of India.

3. Indian Polity and Fconemy .—Political svstem and cons:itution of the country, Panchayati Raj, social ™
system, sustainable economic development, elections, political paities, plans, industrial development, foreigr. trade
and cconomic and financial institutions.

6. Sports.—Impornant Bames and sports tournaments, Awards, personalities and Renowned Sports Institu-
tions of Madhya Pradesh, india, Asia and World.

7. Geography, History and Culture of Madhya Pradesh.—There will be questions related to the
development of Mountains, Rivers, Climate, Flora and Fauna, Minerals transportation in the Geography of Madhya
Pradesh. It will also have questions relating to important dynasties of Madhya Pradesh, Contribution of important
dynasties in the History & Culture of Madhya Pradesh, There wiil be questions on Tribals, Arts, Architecture,
Fine Arts and Historical personalities of Madhya Pradesh.

8. Polity and Economy of Madhya Pradesh.—Political system, Political partics and elections, Panchayali
Raj, Social system and sustainable economic development of Madhya Pradesh. This will also include questions on -
Industry, Plans, Economic programmes, business, demography and census of Madhya Pradesh.

9. Infromation and Communicatior Tecnnology.—Que§tions pertaining to characteristics, nses, and
terminologies such as website, online, search engine, e-mail,” video mail, chating, video conferencing, hacking,
cracking, virus and cyber crime,

10. Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribe (Prevention of Atrocities) Act, 1989 (No. 33 of 1989) and the
Protection of Civil Rights Act, 1955 (No. 22 of 1955).
